1-6 All set, dance forward and back
7-8 1s and 2s dance RH across half way while 3s cross by the right

9-16 All set, dance forward and back
All half turn by the right hand into promenade hold facing up

17-24 All dance a three couple allemand

25-32 1s cross by the RH, turn 1st corner by the left hand,
second corner by the right hand, partner by the left hand to 
own side in progressed position

down the dance.  The men are facing up.

9-16 All set and dance a half reel of four along the dance into:
Middle dancers (1st woman and 2nd man) turn by the 
left hand 1 1/4 to face their partner in a line across the dance:
While: the end dancers (1st man and 2nd woman) dance

 clockwise 1/4 round and face their partner across the dance.

17-24 All set and dance a half reel of four across the dance into:
Middle dancers (1st woman and 2nd man) turn by the 
left hand 1 1/4 to face their partner in a line along the dance:
While: the end dancers (1st man and 2nd woman) dance

 clockwise 1/4 round and face their partner along the dance.
The men are facing down.

25-28 Dance a half reel of four along the dance,
29-32 Turn partners by the right hand 1 1/4 out to own side with the 1s
 below the 2s.
